What’s a Unit Commissioner?

·  A Unit Commissioner is a friend, helping out a Pack or Troop whenever possible.  A Unit Commissioner cares about the units they are assigned to and are an advocate of the unit’s needs

· A Unit Commissioner represents the District, Council and ultimately the Boy Scouts of America.  A Unit Commissioner can help a unit stay in touch with what is going on at the District and Council levels. 

· A Unit Commissioner is not associated with any Pack or Troop.  They are members of the District Commissioner’s Staff. 

· A Unit Commissioner can help units that are having leadership problems, that have no leaders or that are not meeting regularly.  A Unit Commissioner can help a unit find a new leader or make changes in leadership. 

· A Unit Commissioner shares their knowledge with others.  They are experienced and well trained leaders. They know what to look for in a good scouting program. 

· A Unit Commissioner helps a unit with rechartering and obtaining the National Quality Unit Award.  

· If you have a problem and you can’t think of who to call -- call your Unit Commissioner!  They are here to council and provide guidance to unit leaders.
